Concession Stand Agreement:

Our concession stand is licensed by the Olmsted County Department of Health which requires that we meet certain standards to keep our license.  As an advisory running a concession stand to raise funds for your club, we ask that you follow the rules below in order to meet these regulations:

1. All workers must wash their hands thoroughly before handling any food and use gloves.

2. Each worker should be assigned one of the following specific jobs:

a. Money Handler (this worker cannot handle food).
b. Popcorn Maker and Packager

c. Nacho Cheese Machine

d. Pizza Server (if your club orders pizza).

e. Hot Dog Server (if your club supplies hot dogs).

f. Candy and Pop Server

3. After Concession is done please check the following:

a. Throw all unused popcorn, hot dogs, pizza, etc. away.

b. Clean all appliances as directed on the posted signs.
Note: Do not remove unused cheese and do not unplug Nacho machine, it stays on all the time.
c. Put everything away where you found it.
d. Wipe down counters and sink.

e. Sweep floor.
f. Fill out Cash Deposit Slip and Count Inventory.
